2nd Sunday of Lent—Transfiguration
PRIEST: Excuse me a minute…I’ve got to talk  with God about this gospel….


This gospel’s a joke God.  Your words were:


“This is my son--- LISTEN TO HIM.” Listen.

But when do you listen to us God??


You ordained me to be your priest…And as priest, I now speak to You for your people.
Your people are hurting God, and You haven’t listened to my prayer or theirs.

1. My people have asked You for health, but You didn’t listen--- and many are sick and others have died.

2. My people have asked You for peace, but You didn’t listen, and we still have the stupidity of wars and walls between us, and poverty and pain all around us and within us.
3. My people have asked you to help those they love, but You didn’t listen, and some now seem so confused and lost.

4. My people have asked You for happiness, but again You didn’t listen, and they’re still at times overwhelmed by their loneliness, sorrow or sin.///
Where are You God???

(GOD)

Are you finished??…(priest: I guess)  I AM with you, my priest. And I  have heard you, and my people. But sometimes YOU don’t listen.


Listening to me, as with each other, takes attentiveness and openness. But sometimes, you’re too busy, or too distracted by things that don’t really matter, to hear me answer.


Maybe what you most need to do is slow down some and try to open your mind and your heart to MY mind and MY heart. THAT’S prayer.


Opening yourself to try to listen to me and see me present in every moment of your life…in the good things and the bad that are part of everyone’s life… I AM THERE. Just as I was with my  Son, in HIS life, HIS suffering, HIS death, AND His resurrection…I am with you in YOURS.



I speak to you in many way,s my friend…

1) I speak through the beauty of my world, and even its pain…

2) I speak through the concern of others for you, and your concern for them… especially for the poor.

3) I speak through your goodness, and also through your loneliness and sinfulness.

4) I speak to you in your busyness, and in your boredom, in your certainty and your confusion, in noise and in the silence.

And so I say to you once again--- “This is my Son… Learn to listen to Him and to each other.  And know that I AM with you and do LOVE you.”

GOD: Yes?

PRIEST: Thanks for listening.

God: Any time.
