Some Suggestions for Contacting Members of Congress
· Address your letter properly
· Identify the bill or issue

· Make your letter reasonably brief

· Keep your letter concise and to the point, and try to keep it to one page. It is not necessary that your letter be typed, only that it be legible.

· Ask for a response


· i.e., I look forward to hearing your position on this matter.

· Make it personal

· A personal letter is far more effective than a form letter.  Express why this issue is important to YOU.

· Ask for a specific action

· The letters you write are a small investment in time and energy but will have an important impact!
	You can contact your member of Congress by mail or over the Internet.  All members of Congress have ways of contacting them by email.  They have a portion of their website set up so that you can submit comments or letters easily.  Check out the websites of your Congressional delegates by utilizing the web addresses on the other side of this information sheet.  



Writing to a Newspaper 

The editorial / opinion pages of the newspaper are widely read by citizens and decision makers.  Letters to the Editor (LTEs) are the second most-read pages behind the comics and the obituaries.  The LTE page is the perfect place to respond to news articles and current events, to educate the public and to activate them on your issue.  With an LTE, you are educating everyone who reads the newspaper.

· Find out the newspaper’s LTE policy

Make sure you address the letter to the appropriate person and tailor your letter to their guidelines for an increased likelihood of publication.  The guidelines can usually be found on the LTE page, by calling the newspaper, or BY looking on the newspaper’s website.
