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Hi, everyone! Thank you to all who participated in 
Vacation Bible School last week! As always, it’s a great 
week with the kids and an opportunity to have fun while 
growing in our faith. Thank you to Cara Dome for always 
doing an amazing job leading VBS, and a huge thank you 
to all of the volunteers!

In this weekend’s Gospel, we hear of Jesus sending out 
His Apostles two by two to do the same works Jesus 
is doing. It’s amazing to see Jesus heal sick people and 
drive out demons, but in many ways, it’s even more 
amazing to see His Apostles do these same works! We 
know Jesus to be God, but His Apostles are not God, so 
to see them doing the works of God is awesome!

This is the work of the Church even today: to continue 
the works of Jesus. For example, praying with sick peo-
ple is something we can all do regularly. I am blessed as 
a priest to bring the sacrament of anointing to the sick. 
In the Gospel from Mark 6:7-13, we hear that the Apos-
tles “anointed with oil many who were sick, and it cured 
them.” Christ institutes all sacraments, and in that 
verse, we see the early roots of the Apostles anointing 
the sick with oil, which had a real effect on them. The 
bishops are the successors to the Apostles and carry 
on the same Apostolic mission. Priests work under the 
bishop and have the authority, by the grace of their 
ordination, to anoint the sick as well. Fr. Pat and I anoint 
the sick regularly here at St. Barnabas. When the sick 
person is close to death, the priest administers the 
anointing of the sick plus the Apostolic pardon, which 
together make up the “last rites”. In general, the anoint-
ing of the sick is something we provide, as the Apostles 
did in the Gospel for this weekend.

Sacraments convey God’s grace through Jesus’ death 
and resurrection. Anointing of the sick assists those 

with serious illnesses, providing physical and spiritual 
relief. Some experience physical healing, while many 
fi nd peace, strength, and renewed hope. All the sac-
raments offer valuable graces from God, worthy of 
reception.

Every baptized person should pray for and with the 
sick. Even though only a priest or bishop can adminis-
ter the sacrament of anointing, every person can pray 
with or over a sick person. This is something I highly 
encourage you to do. Jesus desires to work healing 
miracles through you if you are willing to let Him. We all 
have sick people in our lives, whether it’s family, friends, 
coworkers, or people we come across during our day. 
Take the next step to pray for the sick, and even better, 
pray with the sick. You can place your hand on their 
shoulder, say a prayer from your heart asking Jesus to 
heal them, then perhaps pray an Our Father and/or Hail 
Mary together. You can even just take a few moments of 
silent prayer with the sick person. You will be amazed at 
what this little effort can do to help bring God’s healing, 
peace, and strength to those who are sick.

The Ambo 
It is appropriate that generally the ambo is a 
stationary one and not simply a movable lectern. 
The ambo must be located in keeping with the 
design of each church in such a way that the 
ordained ministers and readers may be clearly 
seen and heard by the faithful. From the ambo 
only the readings, the Responsorial Psalm, and 
the Easter Proclamation (Exsultet) are to be 
proclaimed; likewise it may be used for giving the 
Homily and for announcing the intentions of the 
Universal Prayer. The dignity of the ambo requires 
that only a minister of the word should stand at it 
(General Instruction of the Roman Missal).
